First Reading - Dn 7:13-14

I gazed into the visions of the night.

Second Reading - Rv 1:5-8  
A reading from the book of the Apocalypse  
 

The ruler of the kings of the earth … made us a line of kings, priests to serve 
his God. Jesus Christ is the faithful witness, the First-born from the dead, the 
Ruler of the kings of the earth. He loves us and has washed away our sins with 
his blood, and made us a line of kings, priests to serve his God and Father; to 
him, then, be glory and power for ever and ever. Amen. It is he who is coming 
on the clouds; everyone will see him, even those who pierced him, and all the 
races of the earth will mourn over him. This is the truth. Amen. ‘I am the Alpha 
and the Omega’ says the Lord God, who is, who was, and who is to come, the 
Almighty.  
 

Gospel - Jn 18:33-37  
A reading from the holy Gospel according to John  
 

 ‘Are you the king of the Jews?’ Pilate asked. Jesus replied, ‘Do you ask this of 
your own accord, or have others spoken to you about me?’ Pilate answered, 
‘Am I a Jew? It is your own people and the chief priests who have handed you 
over to me: what have you done?’ Jesus replied, ‘Mine is not a kingdom of this 
world; if my kingdom were of this world, my men would have fought to prevent 
my being surrendered to the Jews. But my kingdom is not of this kind.’ ‘So you 
are a king then?’ said Pilate. ‘It is you who say it’ answered Jesus. ‘Yes, I am a 
king. I was born for this, I came into the world for this: to bear witness to the 
truth; and all who are on the side of truth listen to my voice.’

Visits from the British royal family are a familiar event for Australians. When the roy-
als come to town, a crowd always follows. A woman in the crowd was once asked by 
a TV interviewer what was it about royalty that so interested her? “Oh, I am just fas-
cinated by them,” she said. Summing up the thinking of many people she said she 
was curious about how they live? The royals, undoubtedly, are figureheads and ob-
jects of curiosity and fascination. 
 

This perhaps makes it a little difficult to understand and celebrate the feast of Christ 
the King. Obviously, we are not celebrating Jesus as a powerless figurehead, an ob-
ject of curiosity or a media star. We might think of the kings from history who had 
absolute power and authority and imagine that Jesus was one of them. No, that does 
not help either. The kings of the past were men of privilege and many were violent 
and corrupt. 
 

If we turn to today’s gospel reading, at first it may seem to reveal little. From the 
Gospel of John, it relates how Jesus was brought to Pontius Pilate, the Roman gover-
nor. Jesus admits that he is a king, but talks about his kingdom as not being of this 
world. His kingdom relates to the truth. What does Jesus mean by the truth? He is 
not talking about the need to be honest and not tell lies. Nor is he talking about 
whether something is true or false, as on a television gameshow.

When he talks about truth he is referring to himself. Jesus calls himself the truth. He 
says that he has come into the world to show us the truth. His kingship is founded 
on truth. He comes to shows us the truth about God and about ourselves. He comes 
to show us what kind of God we believe in and what it means to be God’s children. 
 

Today’s feast was introduced by Pope Pius XI in 1925, at a time when Europe was 
still in turmoil after World War 1. The Communists were in power in Russia, Musso-
lini’s fascists controlled Italy and Adolf Hitler had just published Mein Kampf, which 
laid out his future plans for Germany. Leaders like Hitler and Stalin were dictators 
who ruled much like the brutal kings of old and whose beliefs and values were at 
complete odds to gospel values.  
 

In the face of this, Pope Pius XI introduced today’s feast, Christ the King, with its vi-
sion of Jesus as someone who brings into the world a kingdom of justice, truth and 
peace. If we know how and why this feast was introduced, then we can better ap-
preciate what we are celebrating.
